TRANSFER OF

CREDITS If you have taken a similar course from an accredited and recognised
institution, you can request to transfer credits into your current

programme. The criteria for transfer of credits include:

¢ Equivalence and comparability of learning outcomes, volume
of learning, course content and assessment of the course taken.
+ Applicability of the course to your current programme.
+ Your performance in the course taken.

The transferred credit does not appear in your transcript and are not
computed in your cumulative GPA. You may still be required to do additional
work, after being granted transfer of credits, if the work previously completed
is not of a standard equivalent to that of ATI.
